WIHEREAS, local projects benefit from
the assistance of local and foreign volun-
teers who augment technical inpuls to
their implementation.

WHEREAS, the demand for volunleer

assistance has infensified in recenl years

as the national volunteer program gains
wider recognition and ulilization of volun-
teers in the implementation bf programs
and projects of governmment agencies and
non-governmental organizatlions,

THEREFORE, pursuant to MSAB Resvlution
No. 1 (8, 1994) and towards the promotion
of the objectives of the national volunteer
program and functions of the Philippine
National Volunteer Service Coordinating
Agency (PNVSCA), this set of guidelines
iz hereby adopted for the implementation
of the Special Volunteer Assignment Pro-
gram:

TITLE [— OBJECTIVES

The Special Volunteer Assignment Pro-
gram shall pursue ‘the following objectives:

1. To provide {echnical assistance to
vrograms and vroiecls through the services

of volunteer professionals fur less than two
(2) years;

. To fill a critical manpower lequue-
ment ol programs and projects which can
be provided by volunteers who are specially
skilled, and highly qualified to conduct
doable activities on short assignment, -
